      Declaration on Climate Change -
      Submitted by Mr Doyle,  Mr Eaton, Mr Griffiths, Mr Hawker,     

      Mr Knight, Mr Newbury, Mr Payne, Mrs Ridout and Mr Seed
‘That this Council should withdraw from the Nottingham Declaration on Climate Change. 

We assert that Wiltshire Council should not remain a party to a declaration committing us to combat [anthropogenic]* climate change, a theory, founded on the ‘sand’ of uncertainty. It relies on the unproven significance of man-made green house gas emissions (principally Carbon Dioxide) in determining climate. The theory is challenged by many climate/related scientists. Further, the Inter-governmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) global warming predictions, based on models of this theory, have not materialised and show no sign of doing so. 

The declaration was signed without reference to the Implementation Executive or the New Council. Whilst Wiltshire Council is asked to withdraw from the contentious, unreasonable and ultimately damaging Nottingham Declaration, it is also proposed that the Council’s prudent commitment to the cost-effective and efficient use of energy in its operation should be reaffirmed.’
*We note that the word ‘anthropogenic’ (man-made) is not explicitly used in the declaration. However, combating climate change by reducing carbon dioxide and other green house gas emission and delivering the Kyoto Protocol commits us to accepting a widely disputed theory that industrial mankind causes global warming.
